NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that on August 30, 2022, the Board of Accountancy, received a petition for variance or waiver filed by Fouad Kraishan. Petitioner seeks a permanent variance or waiver of subsection 61H1-27.001(5), F.A.C., which requires that a graduate of a four-year degree granting institution not accredited at the time the applicant’s degree was received or at the time of filing application will be deemed to be a graduate of a four-year accredited college or university course provided an accredited college or university as defined by subsections 61H1-27.001(1) and (2), F.A.C., accepts applicant’s non-accredited baccalaureate degree and the applicant satisfactorily completes at least 15 semester or 22 quarter hours, or the equivalent, in graduate level courses at the accredited institution of which at least 9 semester or 13 quarter hours, including at least 3 semester or 4 quarter hours in taxation; or the equivalent, shall be in accounting. Elementary accounting subjects, or courses equivalent to elementary accounting, cannot be used to satisfy the requirements of this rule. Elementary accounting subjects include principles of financial and managerial accounting courses even if they are covered in a three-course sequence, are titled “introductory,” “fundamentals,” or “principles,” and even if they are offered at the graduate level. Petitioner is also requesting a permanent variance or waiver of paragraphs  27.002(2)(a), (b), (c), F.A.C. which requires an applicant to have at least 150 semester hours or 225 quarter hours of college education, including a baccalaureate degree or higher conferred by an accredited college or university with a major in accounting, or its equivalent. The applicant’s total education program shall include a concentration in accounting and business as designated in each subsection. The Petitioner would like the Board to consider granting the petition to waive the credits deficient. Comments on this petition should be filed with the Board of Accountancy within 14 days of publication of this notice.
