NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that on September 19, 2022, the Board of Dentistry, received a petition for variance or waiver filed by Noor Hamdi regarding Rule 64B5-2.0135, F.A.C, which requires that any dental hygiene applicant, who fails to pass the Practical or Clinical Examination in three (3) attempts, shall not be eligible for reexamination until the successful completion of one academic semester of clinical course work at the senior clinical practice level at a dental hygiene school approved by the American Dental Association Commission on Accreditation. A failure to comply with the remedial course work in this paragraph will result in a denial of licensure or a denial to sit for reexamination. Petitioner has been unable to schedule the remedial course work due to the fact that she graduated, in Iran, from a non-credential university. Petitioner is requesting a permanent waiver of the requirement of the rule regarding the remedial course work. Comments on this petition should be filed with the Board of Dentistry within 14 days of publication of this notice.
