The Board of Veterinary Medicine hereby gives notice: that on October 7, 2022, an Order was filed on the Petition for Variance or Waiver. The Petition was filed by Frank Reyes, seeking a permanent variance or waiver from subsection 61G18-11.002(4), F.A.C., regarding the requirement that in order to obtain licensure, the candidate must receive a passing score on each portion of the examination. The candidate must receive a score of 425 on the NAVLE. A candidate who fails to achieve a passing score on any part of the examination will only be required to retake the parts failed so long as those scores remain valid.

The Notice of Petition for Variance or Waiver was published in Vol. 48, No. 129, on July 5, 2022, in the Florida Administrative Register. The Board, at its meeting held on September 23, 2022, denied the Petition for Variance or Waiver, finding that Petitioner failed demonstrate any substantial hardship or violation of the principles of fairness as required by Section 120.542, Florida Statutes.
