UF Health Jacksonville announces that Professional Services in the discipline of architecture will be required for the project listed below:
Leon L Haley, Jr., MD Emergency Department and Trauma Center (Jacksonville, FL)
This project honors the Emergency Medicine vision of the late Leon L Haley Jr., MD, former CEO of UF Health Jacksonville and Dean of the College of Medicine.
Shands Jacksonville Medical Center, Inc. dba UF Health Jacksonville is a 695-bed Non-Profit 501(c)(3) Hospital and Level 1 Trauma Center in downtown Jacksonville, Florida serving the citizens of Duval, Nassau, Clay, St. John’s, Baker and surrounding counties. The hospital was constructed in 1969, and the first state designated Level 1 Trauma Center opened in 1983.
UF Health Jacksonville is leading the evolution of Emergency Care providing the highest level of emergency medicine to the full spectrum of residents in Northeast Florida. The focus has grown from exemplary Trauma Care to include complex medical Resuscitation, Neurology Specialties, Stroke Care, Geriatric Specialties, Extracorporeal Membrane Oxygenation, Emergent Sepsis Response, and the integration of Critical Care within the ED. The demand for specialized critical care continues to rise, with the space in the emergency department already at capacity. The funding received will be used to replace the outdated and overcrowded Emergency Department and Trauma Center with a new and larger state of the art facility. Construction of new and renovations to existing space will take place on the downtown campus at 655 W 8th Street, Jacksonville, Florida replacing the currently disjointed and inefficient space that was constructed over a 50-year time span.
The proposed budget may allow up to 53,000 square feet of new construction and renovations. Currently treating over 80,000 patients annually, it will be necessary to accommodate 90,000 visits / year projected over the next ten years. Special areas of improvement include Trauma, Resuscitation, Integrated ICU, Behavioral Medicine, Integrated Diagnostics, Vertical ED Section, Pandemic Considerations, and Research and Education.
Blanket design professional liability insurance will be required from the architect, as well as all consultants for this project and will be provided as a part of Basic Services. The selected applicant will also be required to provide insurance coverage for General Liability, Automotive Liability, and Workers’ Compensation.
Firms will be evaluated on the basis of their past performance, experience, personnel, design ability, references, workload, and responses to questions posed both in the shortlist and interview phases. The Selection Committee may reject all proposals and stop the selection process at any time.
Firms desiring to provide professional services for the project shall submit a response only after thoroughly reviewing the Request for Qualifications.
To confirm the intent to submit a RFQ response, the interested Firm shall first submit a letter of interest prior to receipt of the Request for Qualifications package.
