Petitioner seeks the determination from the Commission to clarify whether or not when a vessel which is subject to a leasehold with Garrison Bight Marina is sold, but the leasing agent for the vessel owner does not represent Garrsion Bight Marina, does this constitute a permitted activity of real estate licensee or is this considered only the sale of a vessel without a real estate component and therefore under a separate licensing category, as it pertains to the statute. Except for good cause shown, motions for leave to intervene must be filed within 21 days after the publication of this notice.
