Florida State University announces that construction management services will be required for the project listed below:

PROJECT NAME AND LOCATION: Kellogg Building Remodeling/Renovation and Expansion, Research and Teaching Facility, Tallahassee, Florida

Project Description:  The project consists of the design and remodeling/renovation to approximately 25,750 gsf and new construction of approximately 18,050 gsf in the Kellogg Research Building (KRB) for the College of Criminology on the main campus of Florida State University in Tallahassee, Florida. It is envisioned that the newly renovated/expanded facility will create a collaborative and transformative learning environment by connecting students, faculty, and staff within their areas of study. New spaces for teaching, learning, research, administration, and ancillary spaces will be included. The project is expected to be delivered in four phases in accordance with available funding. The first phase of this project is anticipated to include design development of all project phases and construction of first phase scope of work. The first phase of construction is anticipated to include asbestos abatement, accessible toilet rooms, code required stair modifications, necessary building system replacement, and installation of windows into façade. The university intends to award the only first phase of this project upon completion of the selection and reserves the right to award all phases to the same Construction Manager.  Blanket professional liability insurance for this project in the amount of $2,000,000 must be provided as a part of Basic Services.

Selection of finalists for interviews will be made based on construction manager qualifications, including experience and ability; experience; bonding capacity; record-keeping/administrative ability, critical path scheduling expertise; cost estimating; cost control ability; quality control capability; and qualifications of the firm's personnel, staff, and consultants. Finalists will be provided with a description of the final interview requirements, a copy of the standard Florida State University's construction management agreement and will be given access to the updated building program and latest documentation prepared by the project architect/engineer. The Selection Committee may reject all proposals and stop the selection process at any time. The construction manager shall have no ownership, entrepreneurial or financial affiliation with the selected architect/engineer involved with this project.

All applicants must be licensed to practice as general contractors in the State of Florida at the time of application. Corporations must be registered to operate in the State of Florida by the Department of State, Division of Corporations, at the time of application. As required by Section 287.133, Florida Statutes, a construction management firm may not submit a proposal for this project if it is on the convicted vendor list for a public entity crime committed within the past 36 months. The selected construction management firm must warrant that it will neither utilize the services of, nor contract with, any supplier, subcontractor, or consultant more than $50,000.00 in connection with this project for a period of 36 months from the date of their being placed on the convicted vendor list.
