PURPOSE AND EFFECT: To clarify the responsibilities of the respective parties for the issuance of a Building Movement Permit, and to incorporate the Department’s One Stop Permitting for electronic applications and submittals.

SUBJECT AREA TO BE ADDRESSED: Amendments to include the term crashes causing delays during which a building is immobile while accompanied by escort vehicles with warning lights, and to the application and submittal process for the Department’s issuance of Building Movement Permits for travel upon state roads.
