Penalties for Late Filing
This Notice of Extension is being published pursuant to subsection 120.74(5), Florida Statutes. In September 2022, the Commission on Ethics published a regulatory plan for July 1, 2022, through June 30, 2023. The plan indicated that rulemaking will be required to update the rules concerning financial disclosures filed pursuant to Section 112.3145, Florida Statutes, to reflect a pivot to electronic filing. This rulemaking will affect the forms and instructions incorporated by reference within those rules as well. A Notice of Rule Development was published regarding this in the Florida Administrative Register's issue dated October 7, 2022. Subsection 120.74(5) indicates that a Notice of Proposed Rule should be published for this rulemaking by April 1, 2023, unless a Notice of Extension is filed. This Notice of Extension is being filed because, pursuant to Chapter 2022-157, the date by which financial disclosures filed pursuant to Section 112.3145 are to begin being electronically submitted is not until July 1, 2023, meaning rulemaking is not yet necessary. Moreover, the Commission on Ethics may need to make further changes to the rules concerning the electronic filing of financial disclosures, and would like to gather all such changes together so they can be made at the same time.
