69C-8.0035 Procedures for Cashing Personal Checks.

(1) Division of Treasury personnel shall cash a personal check for a state employee or other responsible person who possesses a valid State of Florida check cashing authorization card. The check cashing authorization card must be presented when cashing a personal check. Satisfactory identification will also be required. Division of Treasury personnel will record on the individual’s check cashing authorization card, each check amount and date cashed.

(2) The Division of Treasury shall cash a personal check made by a party other than the presenter if the check is made payable to cash or the payee named on the face of the check is the presenter and the party presenting the check for payment has a check cashing authorization card. Satisfactory identification will also be required. The party presenting the check is responsible to make full restitution including all service charges and other lawful penalties should the check be returned by the payor bank for nonpayment.
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
