69C-8.004 Procedures for Approval of Personal Check Cashing Privileges.

(1) A state employee must present a completed Division of Treasury check and warrant cashing card application in order to request a check cashing authorization card. Division of Treasury personnel will verify the applicant’s state employment by calling the appropriate agency personnel office. Once employment is verified, a check cashing authorization card will be issued.

(2) A non-state employee must also submit a Division of Treasury check and warrant cashing card application in order to obtain a check cashing authorization card. A non-state employee’s application must be submitted to the applicant’s financial institution to obtain information regarding the applicant’s management of his/her checking account. Division of Treasury personnel will review information received from the applicant’s financial institution to ensure that:

(a) The applicant has maintained a checking account balance for the last twelve (12) months preceding the date of the application;

(b) The applicant has had no returned checks during the preceding twelve (12) months; and

(c) The current checking account is a valid and open account.

(d) If these criteria are met, a check cashing authorization card will be issued.

(3) The application, requesting a check cashing authorization card, shall be on form number DI4-1110, Revised 6/98, “Check and Warrant Cashing Card Application,” which is incorporated herein by reference and shall take effect on the effective date of this rule. Said form is available from the Bureau of Collateral Securities, Division of Treasury, Department of Financial Services, P-2, The Capitol, Tallahassee, Florida 32399-0300.

(4) Upon review by Division of Treasury personnel and approval thereof, the Division of Treasury will issue to each applicant a numbered card authorizing the applicant to cash checks at the Treasury window. Division of Treasury personnel may at any time prior to cashing a check, verify with the payor financial institution whether the check is good at the time the check is presented for cashing.

(5) The applicant named on the check cashing authorization card is solely responsible for the card and must promptly notify the Division of Treasury should the card be lost or stolen.
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
