Notice of Extension under Subsection 120.74(5), Florida Statutes

The South Florida Water Management District (District) extends the April 1 deadline to publish Notice of Proposed Rule for Rule 40E-4.091, F.A.C., Publications, Rules and Interagency Agreements Incorporated by Reference.
Concise statement identifying issues causing the delay in  rulemaking:

Subsection 373.4131(6)(a), F.S. (2020), mandated that the Florida Department of Environmental Protection (Department), in conjunction with the water management districts, begin rulemaking by January 1, 2021, to update the environmental resource permitting stormwater design and operation regulations using the most recent scientific information available. The Department’s rulemaking includes amendments to Chapter 62-330, Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.), and the statewide Environmental Resource Permit Applicant’s Handbook Volume I (Applicant’s Handbook Vol. I). In conjunction with the Department’s rulemaking, the District proposes to update the “Environmental Resource Permit Applicant’s Handbook Volume II for Use Within the Geographic Limits of the South Florida Water Management District" (Applicant’s Handbook Vol. II), to conform to the Department’s amendments to Applicant’s Handbook Vol. I.  The Department held thirteen Technical Advisory Committee (TAC) meetings to provide a forum for engaging the public on the technical aspects of this rulemaking effort. The Department also held six public workshops to discuss the proposed Applicant’s Handbook Vol. I., and the District held one public workshop to discuss the proposed updates to Applicant’s Handbook Vol. II. Additionally, a rulemaking workgroup consisting of the Department and the five water management districts have been coordinating regularly to discuss the updates. The Department published a Notice of Proposed Rule on February 24, 2023, in the Florida Administrative Register Vol. 49, Number 38, and a Notice of Change on March 24, 2023, Vol. 49, Number 58.

The District published a Notice of Rule Development on December 18, 2020 (Vol. 46/No. 245).
