Petitioner asks the Board the following question: Is it permissible to subcontract the labor portion of the installations of low voltage systems to 1099 independent subcontractors or piece workers under a Certified Alarm System Contractor I (EF) or Certified Electrical Contractor license if the workers are directly supervised during the installations of low voltage systems. Except for good cause shown, motions for leave to intervene must be filed within 21 days after publication of this notice.
