The petition seeks the agency’s opinion as to the applicability of Rule 64B5-16.0051(3), F.A.C., regarding mandatory training course, as it applies to the petitioner.

The petition was filed on April 11, 2023. Both DATS and Dr. Childers desire to provide training to dental assistants on expanded duties - restorative functions, in conjunction with a CODA approved dental assistant training program. Petitioners request the issuance of a declaratory statement advising whether they may collaborate with Manatee Technical College (MTC) in offering CODA approved dental assistant training program in remedial intraoral restorative functions without MTC being a dental school or dental hygiene school. Except for good cause shown, motions for leave to intervene must be filed within 21 days after the publication of this notice.
