69H-3.006 Eligibility for Commercial Insurance.

Every applicant shall provide sufficient information in Part II of an Application for Indemnification to satisfactorily show:

(1) A record of all losses to both permanent and loan items which were incurred by the applicant within the previous five (5) years. This record shall include:

(a) Date of the loss or damage.

(b) Nature and cause of loss or damage.

(c) Appraised value of lost or damaged items before and after the loss or damage.

(d) A full and detailed description of the insurance settlement, including any litigation and assessment of blame or negligence.

(2) A policy or certification of insurance from a reputable insurer licensed in Florida evidencing current eligibility for commercial insurance coverage of items on permanent display at the applicant’s exhibition facilities.
