PURPOSE AND EFFECT: The purpose and effect of this rulemaking is to repeal 61C-5.016. F.A.C.

SUMMARY: The proposed rulemaking repeals Rule 61C-5.016, F.A.C. The rule was created in October of 2004 to establish initial staggered terms of Elevator Safety Technical Advisory Council members as required in s. 399.1061(2)(a), F.S. As such, the rule is no longer necessary.

SUMMARY OF STATEMENT OF ESTIMATED REGULATORY COSTS AND LEGISLATIVE RATIFICATION:

The Agency has determined that this will not have an adverse impact on small business or likely increase directly or indirectly regulatory costs in excess of $200,000 in the aggregate within one year after the implementation of the rule. A SERC has not been prepared by the Agency.
