Bayó, Esq., on behalf of Frank Reyes, seeking a permanent variance or waiver from subsection 61G18-11.002(4), F.A.C., regarding the requirement that in order to obtain licensure, the candidate must receive a passing score on each portion of the examination. The candidate must receive a score of 425 on the NAVLE. A candidate who fails to achieve a passing score on any part of the examination will only be required to retake the parts failed so long as those scores remain valid.
The Notice of Petition for Variance or Waiver was published in Vol. 49, No. 19, on January 30, 2023, in the Florida Administrative Register. The Board, at its meeting held on March 17, 2023, declined to grant the Renewed Petition for Variance or Waiver, finding that it was barred by doctrine of administrative finality.
