PURPOSE AND EFFECT: The proposed rulemaking will repeal an unnecessary rule.
SUMMARY: The proposed rulemaking will repeal the Transportation of Liquefied Petroleum Gas by Pipeline rule.
SUMMARY OF STATEMENT OF ESTIMATED REGULATORY COSTS AND LEGISLATIVE RATIFICATION:
