The Petition was filed by Alex Argento; however, Petitioner did not identify a rule or statute, but it appeared that the Petitioner was seeking a waiver from the timeframes of the four (4) year validity of his exam scores to apply for a CGC license instead of a Certified Builders Contractor’s license pursuant to Rule 61G4-16.005, F.A.C.
The Notice of Petition for Variance or Waiver was published in Vol. 49, No. 31, on February 15, 2023, in the Florida Administrative Register. The Board, at its meeting held on May 12, 2023, granted the Petition for Variance or Waiver, finding that Petitioner timely submitted his original application in order to correct his error and that he withdrew his initial application as advised, the Petitioner has established that the application of Rule 61G4-16.005, F.A.C., to the Petitioner’s circumstances would violate the principles of fairness.
