Florida State University (FSU) announces that Services for the Construction Manager Design-Build Team will be required for the project listed below:

PROJECT NAME AND LOCATION: Switchgear and VAR Harmonic Compensation System Replacement, National High Magnetic Field Laboratory, Florida State University, Tallahassee, Florida

Project Description: This project includes replacement of the medium voltage switchgear and the power factor and harmonics correction system which will provide electrical distribution and power quality control at a 12.47kV level for the National High Magnetic Field Laboratory (NHMFL). This project will include removal of the existing 2,000A Main‐Tie‐Main switchgear unit and replacement with new switchgear in the same location. Much of the existing breaker layout and feeders will remain in the same location, but there are some modifications to the new switchgear layout. In order to meet power factor improvement targets and operational requirements of IEEE 519, the existing VAR harmonic compensation system shall be removed and replaced with new designed system. The new system is much larger and will require modifications to the site for equipment placement, including concrete, walls, fencing, utilities, asphalt, and other scopes of work. The project should be coordinated to restore power to the building loads as soon as possible.

The new medium voltage switchgear and VAR harmonic compensation system will require significant expertise to manage the details of working with the equipment manufacturer and commissioning the new equipment to resolve any performance issues and ensure the new equipment meets the project requirements. The new switchgear, VAR harmonic compensation system, site modifications, and electrical distribution for connecting these systems shall comply with NEC 2017, FBC 7th Edition, IEEE 519 Harmonic Standard, FSU Design Guidelines, and City of Tallahassee Utility standards.

The Construction Manager design‐build team shall include all disciplines necessary to complete site modification design documents for permitting, as well as, all contractors necessary to complete project scope of work.

The switchgear and VAR harmonic compensation system replacement 100% construction documents have been completed by Schneider Electric (SE) Engineering Services.

The most important success criterion for this project is the safety of contractors and FSU employees during the construction and commissioning. The NHMFL expects the CM to provide leadership in this area and ensure safety through work planning and control, control of hazardous energy, and adherence to safety regulations.

This project will be conducted in compliance with the requirements identified in Code of Federal Regulations, Chapter 2, Part 200, Subpart D - Procurement Standards. Contractors should pay particular attention to Build America, Buy America Requirements.

Selection of finalists for interviews will be made based on qualifications, including experience and ability; experience; bonding capacity; record- keeping/administrative ability, critical path scheduling expertise; cost estimating; cost control ability; quality control capability; and qualifications of the firm's personnel, staff, and consultants. Finalists will be provided with a description of the final interview requirements and a copy of the standard Florida State University's standard agreement terms and conditions. The Selection Committee may reject all proposals and stop the selection process at any time.

All applicants must be licensed to practice as general contractors in the State of Florida at the time of application. Corporations must be registered to operate in the State of Florida by the Department of State, Division of Corporations, at the time of application. As required by Section 287.133, Florida Statutes, a construction management firm may not submit a proposal for this project if it is on the convicted vendor list for a public entity crime committed within the past 36 months. The selected construction management firm must warrant that it will neither utilize the services of, nor contract with, any supplier, subcontractor, or consultant more than $50,000.00 in connection with this project for a period of 36 months from the date of their being placed on the convicted vendor list.
