The Notice of Petition for Variance/Waiver was published in Volume 49, No. 116, of the June 15, 2023, Florida Administrative Register. Petitioner sought a waiver or variance from subsection 61G6-6.017(1), Florida Administrative Code, which requires for the purpose of certification, a passing examination score on any part of the examination shall be valid only for a period of three (3) years from the date of the examination.
