Project Description:

The Wolfsonian was built as a private research center that opened to the public in 1995. Upon its gifting to the State of Florida in 1997, our mission and operational scale expanded to embrace a vast Florida International University student body and faculty in research and activities. K–12 educational initiatives for Miami-Dade County Public Schools classrooms followed. Serving the public became core to our work while we continued to host fellows and scholars from around the world. 

The Wolfsonian–FIU is now a globally renowned museum, library, and research center that illustrates the persuasive power of art and design. With more than 200,000 objects, the collection contains a vast universe of ideas: household appliances that sped the pace of work; designs that bridged cultures; architectural plans fueled by ambition; and propaganda that helped turn the tides of war. Rooted in the most extraordinary century of growth and change humanity has ever known—1850 to 1950—The Wolfsonian traces the odyssey from agrarian to urban, colonial empires to Cold War superpowers, the first spike of the Transcontinental Railroad to the advent of television. 

The Wolfsonian Expansion and Redevelopment project is to create a minimum of 25,000 square feet of newly publicly accessible space in The Wolfsonian–FIU’s facilities located on Miami Beach, primarily focusing on expanding and improving its Washington Avenue properties. Two redevelopment/remodel projects within 1001 Washington Avenue will deliver 3,810 square feet of newly publicly accessible area and are already underway and funded. The net minimum square feet needed to realize additional redevelopment or expansion is 21,190 square feet.

The Wolfsonian's expansion must balance two central values: honoring the historic integrity of our existing historic buildings and updating the existing buildings and site for expansion to meet the complex needs of 21st-century audiences. The project goals are to:

1.
Enhance Accessibility and Collection Visibility

2.
Establish a Hub for Learning and Socializing 

3.
Leverage Real Estate to Optimize Support, Sustainability, and Income

Given these three goals, the project should also consider the following in order to best serve, and align with, our community:

•
Values of historic preservation, with a clear distinction between "old" and "new;" 

•
Commitments to resiliency and sustainability, which are necessities for major projects in South Florida;

•
Scale, density, and current development in the surrounding Miami Beach environment;

•
Needs of diverse audiences, including local residents, families, tourists, K–12 education teachers/students, higher education faculty/students, and visiting scholars;

•
Current development and economic opportunity in South Beach, particularly within the newly designated Art Deco Cultural District and along the Washington Avenue corridor.

INSTRUCTIONS:

Firms desiring to apply for consideration shall submit copies of a Letter of Intent and Summary with an Introduction Narrative highlighting qualifications/legal nature of organization including a proposed organization chart and the following required proposal data attached:

1. A completed "Florida International University Professional Qualifications Supplement (FIUPQS)." The latest version of official FIUPQS forms (FIUPQS:062021-RWG) must be downloaded from the FIU website at https://facilities.fiu.edu/Projects/BT-940.htm. Applications on any other form will not be considered.

2. A copy of the applicant's current Professional Registration Certificate from the appropriate governing board. An applicant must be properly registered at the time of application to practice its profession in the State of Florida. If the applicant is a corporation, it must be properly chartered by the Florida Department of State to operate in Florida.

3. Note that for this project there will be a change in the way that joint venture applicants will be evaluated. Under the FIUPQS section “Special Instructions for Joint Venture Applicants” on page 5 Part C, the location rating will be scored based on the location rating score of the party of the joint venture which is closest to the project.

FIU reserves the right to suspend or discontinue the selection process at any time and to return or reject any or all submissions of qualifications without obligation to the respondent. 

The award of this contract is subject to availability of funds and is not a guaranty of work. 

Notwithstanding the foregoing, applicants are hereby notified that in the event FIU is unable to secure full funding, FIU intends to proceed only with design and construction of fully funded project components, if any. 

For this project, initial funding is expected to allow completion of design services by the Architecture/Engineering firm. A/E services may be suspended or terminated before the Construction Documents Phase, or earlier, according to the terms of FIU’s standard contract. At the present time, no State funding is allocated for design and/or construction of this project.

The plans and specifications prepared by the A/E are subject to reuse in accordance with the provisions of Section 287.055, Florida Statutes. As required by Section 287.133, Florida Statutes, a consultant may not submit a proposal for this project if it is on the convicted vendor list for a public entity crime committed within the past 36 months. The selected consultant must warrant that it will neither utilize the services of, nor contract with, any supplier, subcontractor, or consultant in excess of the threshold amount provided in Section 287.017, Florida Statutes for CATEGORY TWO in connection with this project for a period of 36 months from the date of their being placed on the convicted vendor list.

Pursuant to §448.095, Fla. Stat., the selected consultant will have to certify that it is registered with and uses the U.S. Department of Homeland Security’s E-Verify system to verify the employment eligibility of all new employees hired by the consultant during the term of its contract with FIU. If the consultant enters into a contract with a subcontractor to perform work or provide services pursuant to its contract with FIU, the consultant shall likewise require the subcontractor to comply with the requirements of §448.095, Fla. Stat., and the subcontractor shall provide to the consultant an affidavit stating that the subcontractor does not employ, contract with or subcontract with an unauthorized alien.
