NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Electrical Contractors’ Licensing Board has issued an order disposing of the petition for declaratory statement filed by NGU Sports Lighting, LLC, on April 26, 2023. The following is a summary of the agency's disposition of the petition: 
The Notice of Petition for Declaratory Statement was published in Volume 49, No. 86, of the May 3, 2023, Florida Administrative Register. The Petitioner sought a Declaratory Statement from the Board regarding Chapter 489, Florida Statutes, and Rule 61G6-7.001, Florida Administrative Code, and asked the Board the following questions: (1) Whether, based on the described limited activities as listed in the petition, is NGU required to be licensed as an electrical or specialty contractor? (2) If NGU is required to be licensed, which specific category of licensure is appropriate? The Electrical Contractors’ Licensing Board considered the Petition at a duly noticed public meeting held on July 21, 2023, in Hutchinson Island, Florida. During the discussion of the petition, the corporate representative stated that the systems were photometric systems. After discussion, the Board voted to answer the questions in the following manner: (1) No license is required. (2) Does not require an answer. The Final Order was filed on August 18, 2023.
