NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Florida Building Commission has declined to rule on the petition for declaratory statement filed by Jack A. Butler on August 29, 2023. The following is a summary of the agency's declination of the petition: 
Petitioner alleged that Broward County adopted local administrative amendments to the Florida Building Code which contravene various provisions in the chapters of Florida Statutes that deal with the practice of architecture, engineering, and construction contracting, and asserted that the amendments were improperly adopted. Petitioner sought a declaratory statement from the Florida Building Commission which would i) declare Broward County’s local administrative amendments to be in conflict with state licensing law; ii) prophylactically prohibit local authorities from interpreting Florida Building Code provisions in such a way as to violate state licensing law; iii) create a definition for the term “administrative amendment,” iv) state whether local governments must provide a fiscal impact statement when adopting a local administrative amendment; v) rule that Broward County improperly adopted their local administrative amendments, and vi) resolve an alleged paradox between the provisions of section 101.2, Florida Building Code, Building, 7th Edition (2020), and section R101.2.1, Florida Building Code, Residential, 7th Edition (2020). On October 17, 2023, the Commission declined to answer the petition, on the grounds that its questions deal with subjects outside of the Commission’s authority, address actions taken by other entities, and are not the proper subject for a declaratory statement from the petitioner, given the facts presented.
