Notice of Declaratory Statement

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that Department of Business and Professional Regulation has declined to rule on the petition for declaratory statement filed by John Krohne, president, on behalf of Waterside at Cranes Roost Condominium Association, Inc.; and Anthony C. Apfelbeck, Director of Building and Fire Safety for City of Altamonte Springs, Florida on August 12, 2021. The following is a summary of the agency's declination of the petition:

The petition sought the agency’s opinion as to whether the association had the right to install smoke alarms in individual condominium units, per section 718.111(5)(a), Florida Statutes; and whether smoke alarms are “fire safety equipment” for purposes of section 718.115(1)(a), Florida Statutes and, therefore, considered common area elements. Petition denied as it asked for Division interpretation of “common elements” generally, and did not pertain to an agency-enforced law related to Petitioners’ particular set of facts.
