Notice is hereby given that the following changes have been made to the proposed rule in accordance with subparagraph 120.54(3)(d)1., F.S., published in Vol. 49 No. 202, October 17, 2023 issue of the Florida Administrative Register.

The changes are based upon written comments received by the staff of the Joint Administrative Procedures Committee.

The rule now reads as follows:

64B17-7.0029 Terms of Probation.
Any licensee found by the Board to have violated the provisions of chapter 456, F.S., chapter 486, F.S., or the rules adopted thereunder, may be ordered to serve a period of probation by the Board. Unless otherwise approved by the Board or its designee, or addressed by a Final Order of the Board, the following terms are the terms applicable to all probationary terms imposed by the Board.

(1) Through (6) No Change.
(7) Specific grounds for rejecting a proposed monitor by the Board or its designee shall include but are not limited to the following:
(a) The proposed monitor/supervisor has previously been subject to disciplinary action against his/her physical therapist license in this or any other jurisdiction;
(b) The proposed monitor/supervisor is currently under investigation, or is the subject of a pending disciplinary action;
(c) The proposed monitor/supervisor is not actively engaged in the same or similar practice area;
(d) The proposed monitor/supervisor is not practicing within a distance of no more than 20 miles from the Respondent’s practice location; and/or
(e) The proposed monitor/supervisor is a relative or employee of the Respondent, or otherwise has relationship with the Respondent that constitute a conflict of interest or is otherwise unable to remain impartial.
(8) Through (9) No Change.
