Use of Pen-raised Quail for Training Bird Dogs

PURPOSE AND EFFECT: The purpose of the proposed rule amendment is to make a correction resulting from the incompatibility of the term “Muzzleloading gun”, as defined in Florida Administrative Code, with federal firearm definitions. The effect of the proposed rule amendment will be to allow muzzleloading shotguns in addition to centerfire shotguns.

SUMMARY: The proposed rule amendment allows the use of muzzleloading guns firing two or more balls when taking quail for the purpose of bird dog training.

SUMMARY OF STATEMENT OF ESTIMATED REGULATORY COSTS AND LEGISLATIVE RATIFICATION: 

The Agency has determined that this will not have an adverse impact on small business or likely increase directly or indirectly regulatory costs in excess of $200,000 in the aggregate within one year after the implementation of the rule. A SERC has not been prepared by the Agency.

68A-12.008 Use of Pen-raised Quail for Training Bird Dogs.
(1) Pen-raised quail may be released and taken by centerfire or muzzleloading shotgun on private lands for the purpose of dog training provided that such quail are banded before release or a proof of purchase, including the name and address of the vendor and date of purchase within the past 90 days, is in the possession of the individual using them.
