69O-194.009 Reporting Requirements.

(1) Each PHC shall furnish to the Office, with a copy to the Department of Health, a report annually, as prescribed by law.

(2) The annual report shall meet the requirements of section 641.41, F.S., and shall include:

(a) The completed annual report form prescribed by the Office.

(b) An audited financial statement prepared by a certified public accountant covering the reporting period.

(c) A projected balance sheet for the end of the next reporting period.

(d) A projected monthly operating statement for the next reporting period.

(e) A projected monthly cash budget covering the next reporting period.

(f) Full justification that the rates are actuarially sound for the benefits provided and that the loss reserves for unpaid claims are adequate.

(g) A current list of all providers or provider groups under contract to the PHC (including physicians, group practices, specialists, and ancillary providers) stating the name, specialty and address of each provider or provider group. The PHC shall also provide a sample of each provider contract used.

(h) A list of all subscriber contracts currently in use (listed by form number) with the rates for each contract.

(3) Other reporting requirements. To determine compliance with part III, chapter 641, F.S., the following reports are required:

(a) Quarterly Reports. These reports are due within 45 days of the end of each calendar quarter. The report shall include:

1. The completed report form prescribed by the Office; and,

2. A current list of all providers under contract to the PHC, including their names, addresses, and specialties.

(b) Monthly Marketing Statistical Report. This report is due before the 15th day of each month. The report consists of the completed form prescribed by the Office for the immediately preceding month’s marketing statistics.

(c) Such other reports as may be required relating to the performance of PHAGE’s.
