NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Construction Industry Licensing Board has issued an order disposing of the petition for declaratory statement filed by Charles Kramer, Esq. on behalf of Broward County Board of Rules and Appeals, (BORA), on February 16, 2024. The following is a summary of the agency's disposition of the petition:
Petitioner asked the Board, “Can a Mechanical Contractor apply for a permit and install a medical gas system if the contractor is certified in accordance with Rule 61G4-15.031, F.A.C.?” The Notice of Petition for Declaratory Statement was published in Vol. 50, No. 37, on February 22, 2024, in the Florida Administrative Register. The Boards Order was filed on April 26, 2024. The Board, at its meeting held on April 12, 2024, declined to answer the Petition for Declaratory Statement, finding that the Petitioner’s question is clearly answered in statute and therefore there are no “doubts concerning the applicability of statutory provisions,” as the statute clearly establishes the mechanical contractor’s scope of work.
