53-25.002 Definitions.

(1) Alcoholism – An illness in which the use or misuse of alcoholic beverages seriously and repeatedly interferes with job performance and health.

(2) Behavioral Disorders – Behavior which seriously and repeatedly interferes with job performance or health.

(3) Drug Abuse – Use of any drugs which seriously and repeatedly interferes with job performance or health.

(4) Emotional Disturbances – Any adverse family situation, financial difficulty, legal entanglement, marital strife, vocational disenchantment or other personal problem which seriously and repeatedly interferes with job performance or health.
