Changes to the manual titled Florida Citrus Operations, 2024 Edition: Water Quality and Water Quantity Best Management Practices, (FDACS-P-01756), adopted and incorporated in rule 5M-16.001, F.A.C., include:
P.16, 3.8.6 added a practice, reading: Maintain vegetation between rows to prevent soil erosion.
P.21, 1.2.3. added language to the guidance, paragraph 3, first sentence: Many of Florida’s soils may contain adequate amounts of P, assuming the soil pH is within the correct range to make it available to plants (ideally 6.0 to 6.5).
P.24, 1.6.1. added language at the end of the guidance reading:
Foliar application
Foliar application of nutrients has become more common for citrus; however, this technique should not be used when heavy rains are likely, to avoid washing nutrients from leaf surfaces. Another important factor for foliar application is to ensure that the pH of the spray solution is between 5.5 and 6.5. This is particularly important in areas where water quality is poor.
P.30, 3.4.1. added a sentence to the guidance reading: In areas subject to high water velocities, rip-rap, concrete, headwalls, or other materials that buffer against turbulence may be needed to protect ditch and canal banks from erosion.
P.33, 3.8.6 added a practice, reading: Maintain vegetation between rows to prevent soil erosion.
