The Florida Real Estate Appraisal Board hereby gives notice: 

regarding the Petition for Waiver or Variance, which was filed on September 9, 2024, by Brandon Selfors. The Notice of Petition for Waiver or Variance published in Volume 50, Number 188, of the September 25, 2024, Florida Administrative Register. The Petitioner was seeking a waiver or variance of subsection 61J1-4.003(1), Florida Administrative Code, which provides, in relevant part, that a registered, licensed or certified appraiser is not required to complete the 30 hours of continuing education as a condition for initial registration, licensure or certification renewal if the time between the effective date on the initial registration, license or certificate and the beginning of the initial registration, licensure or certificate renewal is less than 6 months.

The Board considered the instant Petition at a duly-noticed public meeting held on October 7, 2024, in Orlando, Florida. The Board’s Order, filed on November 18, 2024, granted the petition, finding that Petitioner established that the purpose of the underlying statute would be met by granting a variance or waiver from subsection 61J1-4.003(1), Florida Administrative Code. The Board further finds that Petitioner established that applying the requirements of the aforementioned rule to Petitioner’s circumstances would violate principles of fairness and impose substantial hardship.
