PURPOSE AND EFFECT: The purpose of this rulemaking is for the Commission to consider the amendment of two rules within Chapter 68A-27, Rules Relating to Endangered or Threatened Species, to complete the listing process for the Florida reef gecko (Sphaerodactylus notatus notatus). An amendment to Rule 68A-27.003 would incorporate by reference and link to Commission-approved Guidelines for the Florida reef gecko and would add the Florida reef gecko as a State-designated Threatened Species. Rule 68A-27.0021 would be amended to remove the Florida reef gecko from the Candidate Species list.

SUBJECT AREA TO BE ADDRESSED: State-designated Threatened Species; Take of State-Threatened species; Florida reef gecko; Designation of Candidate species.
