NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Florida Real Estate Commission has received the petition for declaratory statement from Louis J. Terminello, Esq., on behalf of Danielle M. Nuno, filed on April 14, 2025. The petition seeks the agency's opinion as to the applicability of Section 475.001, 475.01, 475.02, 475.05, 475.41, and 475.42, Florida Statutes as it applies to the petitioner.

Petitioner seeks clarification from the Commission regarding if its business model would constitute acting as a “Broker” as that term is defined in Section 475.01(1)(a), Florida Statues, and thus is required to obtain a broker’s license to conduct business in the State of Florida. Petitioner asks the Commission, “(1) Does one need a license from FREC to hold oneself out as a “broker” when advertising Quota licenses for sale? (2) Does one need a license from FREC to broker the sale of Quota Licenses?” Except for good cause shown, motions for leave to intervene must be filed within 21 days after the publication of this notice.
