GENERAL SUBJECT MATTER TO BE CONSIDERED: The Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) will hold a hybrid public meeting to present information concerning the U.S. 319 (Capital Circle) resurfacing project in Leon County. This hybrid public meeting is being held both virtually and in-person to provide interested persons an opportunity to express their views concerning the proposed improvements. Those who are unable to participate virtually may attend the meeting in-person. The intent of this project is to resurface existing U.S. 319 (Capital Circle) travel lanes, auxiliary lanes, median crossovers, and bike lanes from Centerville Road to State Road (S.R) 61 (Thomasville Road), including Killearn Center Boulevard, the S.R. 61 Flyover, and Market Street.
Traffic signals and pedestrian features will be upgraded to meet current Americans with Disabilities Act standards. Deficient intersection lighting at Centerville Road, Lonnbladh Road, Eastgate Way/Hermitage Boulevard, Raymond Diehl Road, Interstate 10 on/off ramps, and Killearn Center Boulevard will be upgraded. Minor drainage improvements will be performed throughout the project limits.
Additional safety improvements for this project include:
• Adding a right-turn lane and converting the full median opening to a southbound-directional median opening and a right-in/right-out condition at the Chick-fil-A/Texas Roadhouse entrance.
• Increasing turn-lane storage by adjusting the median traffic separator between the Chick-fil-A/Texas Roadhouse and Home Depot median openings.
• Converting the full median opening to a northbound left-turn-only median opening and a right-in/right-out condition at North Point Boulevard.
No additional right of way is required; however, temporary license agreements for the right-turn lane will be obtained where needed. Bids for construction are scheduled to occur early 2026.
FDOT representatives will be available to discuss proposed improvements, answer questions, and receive comments.
Persons wishing to submit written comments may do so at the meeting or may contact the FDOT Project Manager using the information provided above. The deadline to submit official public comments related to this project is Monday, July 7, 2025.
