PURPOSE AND EFFECT: This rule sets forth the process by which affected persons may submit complaints concerning registered apprenticeship programs not complying with required standards. The effect of the amendment is to update the State Plan for Equal Employment Opportunity in Registered Apprenticeship Training which is incorporated by reference, and governs complaints related to discrimination and other equal opportunity matters.

SUMMARY: This updates the State Plan for Equal Employment Opportunity in Registered Apprenticeship Training which is incorporated by reference.

SUMMARY OF STATEMENT OF ESTIMATED REGULATORY COSTS AND LEGISLATIVE RATIFICATION: 

The Agency has determined that this will not have an adverse impact on small business or likely increase directly or indirectly regulatory costs in excess of $200,000 in the aggregate within one year after the implementation of the rule. A SERC has not been prepared by the Agency.
