On May 7, 2025, the Office of Financial Regulation (Consumer Finance) received a Petition for Declaratory Statement from Blocx LLC. The petition seeks a declaratory statement from the Office on whether Petitioner's proposed activities (to provide API-based fiat on- and off-ramping, stable-coin issuance, and staking-from-bank-account services when all customer fiat funds are received, held, and disbursed solely by an FDIC-insured partner bank) require licensure under the Florida Money Transmitter Statute, Chapter 560, Florida Statutes. Except for good cause shown, motions for leave to intervene must be filed within 21 days after publication of this notice.
