NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Board of Nursing has received the petition for declaratory statement from Chrysanthos Darios, DC, MSN, APRN, FNP-BC, on May 22, 2025. The petition seeks the agency's opinion as to the applicability of Sections 464.003(18) and (19), F.S., as it applies to the petitioner.

The Petitioner seeks a Declaratory Statement from the Board and asks if it is within Petitioner’s scope of practice as a Florida registered nurse if a duly licensed medical practitioner assesses a patient, renders a diagnosis and prescribes ear acupuncture as treatment, can Petitioner, who has completed approved requisite training and certification, under written or verbal orders, and under the direction and supervision of the licensed medical practitioner, execute that order by placing semi-permanent tiny, solid, sterile microneedles, on a patient’s external ear, upon predetermined fixed points that does not deviate from patient to patient? Except for good cause shown, motions for leave to intervene must be filed within 21 days after the publication of this notice.
