THE PRELIMINARY TEXT OF THE PROPOSED RULE DEVELOPMENT IS: 

61A-3.019 Club Licenses.
All clubs licensed under the beverage law must adhere to the following regulations:
(1) through (3). No change.
(4) Spirituous beverages may be purchased only in individual containers which are not larger than 1.75 liters or 59.18 ounces, or nor smaller than 0.50 0.75 liter or 16.9 25.36 ounces, except for golf clubs licensed pursuant to s. 561.20(7)(b), which may purchase 50-milliliter or 1.7-ounce containers.
(5) through (12). No change.
