NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that on June 26, 2025, the Department of Environmental Protection, received a petition for variance from JEA. The petition requested a variance from Rule 62-601.500, F.A.C, which requires all facilities with a flow greater than 100,000 gallons per day to use flow proportioned composite samples to test CBOD5 and nutrients and requires twenty-four-hour composite samples to be used to analyze reclaimed water or effluent for the primary and secondary drinking water standards. The requested variance is for the JEA H2.0 Purification Center to waive the requirement of flow proportioned sample collection. The facility is located at 10776 Burnt Mill Road, Jacksonville, FL 32256. The petition has been assigned OGC No. 25-1173 and File No. FLAB07348-001-DW1P.
