PURPOSE AND EFFECT: The purpose of the proposed rule changes is to maintain consistency among state and federal lists of protected species under Rule 68A-27.003, F.A.C. Proposed revisions will add the Barbour’s map turtle (currently State-designated Threatened) and Escambia map turtle (currently not listed) as Federally-designated Threatened due to Similarity of Appearance. One species will be updated to Federally-designated Threatened: the Suwannee alligator snapping turtle (currently State-designated Threatened).
SUBJECT AREA TO BE ADDRESSED: Federally-designated Endangered and Threatened species; State-designated Threatened species.
RULEMAKING AUTHORITY: Article IV, Section 9, Florida Constitution
LAW IMPLEMENTED: Article IV, Section 9, Florida Constitution
