PURPOSE AND EFFECT: The purpose of the proposed rule amendments is to revise hunting and public access regulations pertaining to youth turkey hunts on miscellaneous areas and WMAs in the Southwest, North Central, Northwest, and Northeast Regions. The effect of the proposed rule amendments will be to maintain a 2-day youth turkey hunt on select areas in North Central Region and enhance youth turkey hunting opportunities by limiting public access on select lands in the WMA system.
