State Plan Amendment

The Agency for Health Care Administration (Agency) is requesting an amendment to the Medicaid State Plan. The 2023-2024 Florida General Appropriations Act directed the Agency to add Certified Community Behavioral Health Clinic (CCBHC) services as a Medicaid covered service. CCBHC will provide timely access to a comprehensive range of mental health and substance use disorder services, improve care coordination and crisis care, and facilitate integration with medical services. This amendment to the State Plan will have a federal fiscal impact with an expected increase of $20,208,825 in federal funds for federal fiscal year (FFY) 2025-26 and an increase of $60,626,475 in federal funds for FFY 2026-27.

The effective date for this amendment will be July 1, 2026.
