FLORIDA FINDING OF NO SIGNIFICANT IMPACT
CITY OF FREEPORT, FLORIDA

The Florida Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) has determined that Freeport’s project involving the construction of a new 1.0 mgd wastewater treatment facility providing primary, secondary, and tertiary treatment; disinfection; effluent disposal; and solids handling is not expected to generate controversy over potential environmental effects and will have no significant impact on the flood plain.  The total estimated construction cost is $78,400,000. The project may qualify for a Clean Water State Revolving fund (CWSRF) loan composed of federal or state funds. DEP will consider public comments about the environmental impacts of the proposed project that are postmarked or delivered at the address below within 30 days of this notice.
