PURPOSE AND EFFECT: Rule 69O-137.009, F.A.C., is updated to change the rule title, delete inapplicable language, and adopt a revised Form OIR-DO-1185 which has been updated to amend language on Version, Instructions, and Contacts tabs. The revision adds five new data fields related to litigation data which match the fields required in NAIC Market Conduct Annual Statement reports. It also deletes the Data and V Data tabs as unneeded. This rule shall take effect on January 1, 2026.

69O-137.009 Filing Procedures for Market Intelligence Report Commercial and Personal Residential Property Supplemental Report.
(1) The procedures in this rule apply to all commercial and residential property policies as defined below. Each insurer or insurer group doing business in Florida shall file with the office a market intelligence supplemental report with information, listed by company, on personal lines and commercial lines residential property insurance policies written in this state. The data submitted shall be calculated from the end of the last calendar business day of each month. Non-renewal information shall be determined by the policy expiration dates.
(2) No Change
(3) The market intelligence supplemental report shall include information, listed by company, as described on Form OIR-DO-1185 the supplemental report for each type of personal lines and commercial lines residential property policies written for each line by month and total premiums written for the quarter. The data shall be compiled as of the end of the last business day of each month. A separate report shall be prepared for each zip code in which business was written.
(4) The market intelligence supplemental report for each insurer shall be filed on or before the last day of the following month on Form OIR-D0-1185 (10/25) (05/24) “Market Intelligence Report,” which is hereby adopted and incorporated by reference and available at https://flrules.org/Gateway/reference.asp?No=Ref-18850 http://www.flrules.org/Gateway/reference.asp?No=Ref-16773. The information shall be submitted or be obtained from the Office’s website at https://www.floir.com/iportal.
