PURPOSE AND EFFECT: The purpose of the proposed rule amendment is to update regulations regarding methods of take for wildlife and freshwater fish and remove obsolete rule language. The effect of the proposed rule amendment will be to better manage wildlife populations.

SUBJECT AREA TO BE ADDRESSED: Subject area covered in this rule development effort pertains to the take of wildlife or freshwater fish at night with a gun equipped with a thermal or night-vision device, restrictions on the use of glue traps, prohibition of set guns, and the removal of the term “non-protected mammals”.
