General Methods of Taking Game and Crows; Prohibitions

PURPOSE AND EFFECT: The purpose of the proposed rule amendment is to revise regulations regarding allowable methods of take for game species. The effect of the proposed rule amendment will be to correct an omission for taking game with pre-charged pneumatic airguns to allow the take of bear according to regulations for taking deer and to update the list of prohibited methods of take for game.
