PURPOSE AND EFFECT: The purpose and effect of these amendments are to provide practical and secure alternatives for outdoor caging for green iguanas, as well as establishing collection and transport requirements for live, wild-caught green iguanas, and generally clarify and refine regulations related to Prohibited reptiles.

SUBJECT AREA TO BE ADDRESSED: Subject areas covered in the proposed rules include alternative options for outdoor caging and biosecurity for green iguanas, prohibited outdoor caging materials, double-doored safety entrance, defining “locked”, collection and transport for live, wild-caught green iguanas, and clarification on requirements for transport and emergency preparedness plans for Prohibited reptiles.
