The Florida Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) has determined that the City of Davenport’s project involving the construction of redundant influent screening and grit removal, an influent dumping station, a second redundant oxidation ditch, a third clarifier, repurposing of the 2017 plant for digester and treated effluent storage, advanced disinfection chlorine contact chamber improvements, effluent filters, electrical and control upgrades, backup generator improvements, and other associated site improvements is not expected to generate controversy over potential environmental effects.  The total estimated construction cost is $31,318,556.  The project may qualify for a Clean Water State Revolving Fund (CWSRF) loan composed of federal or state funds.  DEP will consider public comments about the environmental impacts of the proposed project that are postmarked or delivered at the address below within 30 days of this notice.
