NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Florida Building Commission has received the petition for declaratory statement from CfiFOAM. Inc. The petition seeks the agency's opinion as to the applicability of sections C303.1.4 and R303.1.1.1, Florida Building Code, Energy Conservation, 8th Edition (2023), as it applies to the petitioner.

Petitioner presents several questions, which are summarized as follows: 1) whether it is required to test each of its products in accordance with the requirements outlined in 16 CFR 460, 2) whether each product it supplies must be supported by a current third-party certification or evaluation report, 3) whether without a current third-party certification or evaluation report its products are deemed not to comply with the Florida Building Code, and will not be approved to insulate either residential or commercial buildings in Florida, and 4) whether the testing and independent certification/evaluation requirements apply to all building insulation products and manufacturers.
