NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that Office of Insurance Regulation has declined to rule on the petition for declaratory statement filed by Clinical Specialty Infusions of Dallas, LLC (“Petitioner”) on August 11, 2025. The following is a summary of the agency's declination of the petition:
The petition sought the Office’s opinion as to the applicability of section 626.8825(2)(g), Florida Statutes (2025), to Petitioner’s specialty pharmacy. Specifically, Petitioner asked whether section 626.8825(2)(g) allows a pharmacy benefit manager (“PBM”) to exclude any pharmacy that meets and complies with applicable FDA rules and regulations from a pharmacy benefits program or specialty network. The OFFICE denied the petition. The OFFICE has issued a Denial of Petition for Declaratory Statement and finds that Petitioner lacks standing because it is not a “substantially affected person” as required by section 120.565(1), Florida Statutes, and it requests a declaratory statement concerning the conduct of another person, in violation of Rule 28-105.001, Florida Administrative Code.
